2010 Offering of Letters
Bread for the World has a long history of working to expand nutrition programs, our country’s safety net for vulnerable people.  These are critical services that keep people from going hungry.  But nutrition programs alone are not enough to help families overcome hunger.  Low-income families also need broader measures to reduce poverty and help them build financial stability.

Current tax credits for low-income workers were designed so that people who work would have enough financial resources to meet their basic needs, including food.  But that’s not happening anymore.  These programs are falling short of their intent.  The result:  Millions of working families are struggling to put food on the table.  

In 2010, tax policies will be debated as previous tax cuts enacted earlier this decade are due to expire.  Congress will decide which ones to renew or change.

The president and others have said it should be our nation’s goal to end childhood hunger in the United States by 2015.  Achieving this goal would require not only a stronger nutrition program but also long-term measures to reduce poverty such as tax credits for low-income families.

Bread for the World’s 2010 Offering of Letters will push for changes in the U.S. tax code that will benefit low-income families and help them lift themselves and their children out of hunger and poverty.

Directions

From Vineland Area: Take Rt. 55 north to exit 56-B to Delsea Dr. (Rt. 47N).  Go to third traffic light and make a left turn onto Cooper Street.  Go to the second traffic light and make a right turn onto Evergreen Ave.  in Woodbury.  Travel through one light.  And past Evergreen Ave. Elementary School.  St. Stephens ‘s Church is on your right.
From Points North: Take 295 South, following signs to the Delaware Memorial Bridge.  Travel to Exit 24-A.  Go to fourth light and make a left turn onto Red Bank Ave.  At the first light (by the Wawa) make a right turn onto Evergreen Ave.  St. Stephens’s Church is on your left a half mile away.
From Points South:  Take 295 North towards the Walt Whitman Bridge.  Travel to exit 22.  At the first traffic light (Mobil at corner) make a right turn onto Red Bank Ave.  Travel up two lights (you will pass a hospital).  At the second light (by the Wawa) you will make a right turn onto Evergreen Ave.  St. Stephens’s Church is on your left a half mile away.
