Poverty is cruel. The lack of resources that defines poverty means that every day is a challenge to the people caught in its grip. A malnourished baby requires help a poor mother can’t provide. A crop destroyed by blight or drought means no one has enough to eat until the next harvest. A teacher who dies of AIDS leaves a whole community of children without schooling.
But effective foreign aid can transform a classroom of hungry, listless kids to one that buzzes with the excitement of learning. It can mean a baby who is healthy because her mother attended classes on nutrition in her village. It can feed members of a community during hard times-and help them grow enough food to sustain themselves in the future.
Over the last decade, Bread for the World members have helped triple funding for U.S.  assistance programs that are focused on development in poor countries. But the way the United States delivers foreign aid could be more effective. During the last several years, Bread for the World members have pushed for--and achieved--important changes that improve the quality and transparency of aid programs. But our work is far from over. There is more to do.
Bread for the World’s 2011 Offering of Letters will continue to push Congress and the administration toward U.S. foreign assistance that is more effective in reducing poverty. We will advocate for a stronger government focus to  reduce poverty, clearer accountability for how aid dollars are spent, and a transformed U.S. development agency, and U.
